VOTER REGISTRATION Elections are
just around the corner and you must be
registered to participate. If you have just
moved into the Township, have moved to
another residence, or changed your name,
come by the Clerk’s Office, Monday —
Friday, between 9:00-4:30 to register. All
you need are two forms of identification
{one showing your current address), be a
citizen of the United States, be 18 years
of age or older by the next election, and live in the Township
for at least 30 days before the election. For naturalized citizens,
you must prove the date of your naturalization.

You may also register at the Cook County Clerk’s

Office at 69 W. Washington Street, Room 500, Chicago, lllinois
or at the Rolling Meadows Court House, Clerk’s Office, at the
corner of Wilke and Euclid.

Once you have registered, there is no need to register again
unless you move or change your name.

VEHICLE STICKERS
For Residents of Unincorporated Wheeling Township Only —

just moved into the area and have a vehicle or just purchased a
new vehicle. Don't get caught without one. If you are found
without one, the fine is $105 plus the purchase of a new sticker,
which will be double the original price. You can pick one up
by coming to the Clerk’s Office during regular office hours,
Monday-Friday from 9:00-4:30.

e Your vehicle sticker is valid for one year.

e The current rates, as per Cook County, are $40 for a passenger
car, $25 for motor bicycles, and $50 and up for trucks.
e The entire Cook County Vehicle License Application must
be completed, with the fee, in order to receive a sticker.

HISTORICALTIDBIT

Did you know that until February 3, 1866, there was a “cross Road
commencing in the center of Chicago and Milwaukee State Road
near Allison’s Bridge near the town of Northfield hence running in
a southwesternly direction along the Des Plaines River to the cen-
ter of the road known as the River road...”. What happened to it?

Ten legal voters living within three miles of such Road felt it was
unnecessary, so they got together and petitioned to have the
cross Road closed. It worked!

On January 11, 1866 petitions requesting such action were
posted at John Mobach’s tavern in the town of Wheeling, one at
the School house near Esg. Peets in Wheeling, and one at Mire
Blums Store in the town of Wheeling. These three locations
were the most public in said town.

On February 3, 1866 a meeting was held where it was
decided that the road was unnecessary and therefore closed.

Your Taxpayer Advocate...

The second installment property tax bills reflect the 2010 triennial
reassessment values. The assessments are down overall (although not in
every case) due to the general decline over the last three years in property |
market values. If you appealed the 2010 assessment and received a
reduction, that new value should appear on the property tax bill. These
lower assessed values may or may not translate into a lower tax bill. Property tax bills are not
solely dependent upon the assessed value. The state multiplier varies each year as does the rate
(levy), the total equalized assessed value of any given tax code area and exemptions.

Please be sure to review your property tax bill checking for both the new assessed value and any
relevant homeowner exemptions; namely, senior , senior freeze, homeowner, long-time occupant,
disabled person’s and veteran’s. These exemptions and any assessment changes are made on the
2nd Installment bill. Check the entire bill carefully and note the right-hand column has a brief
summary of the tax bill calculation and any relevant exemptions.

If there is an exemption missing from the bill, you will need to complete a Certificate of Error and
submit it along with a copy of the current property tax bill and a copy of a valid driver’s license or
llinois ID Card issued with the address of the subject property to the Cook County Assessor’s
office. The Certificate of Error forms are available at our office, at all Cook County Assessor
offices, or online at www.cookcountyassessor.com. The Cook County Assessor re-opened the
Rolling Meadows Branch office located in the Circuit Courthouse Building at 2121 Euclid Ave.,
Room 237, Rolling Meadows, IL 60008 (847-818-2444). That office is authorized to issue a
revised bill(s) should there be any errors.

We can assist you with questions on your bill and the necessary applications but cannot issue any
revised bills or corrections. We do ask that you always have your property index number
(found at the top of your bill) available when you call us. If you visit our office, please bring your
property tax bill.

You cannot pay the property tax bill at the Township or branch Cook County Assessor’s office.
You can pay the bill in person at any Chase bank location or at the Cook County Treasurer’s
Office. You can also pay the bill by mail or online at www.cookcountytreasurer.com.

From the Highway Commissioner... Scott Saewert

Breakthrough Project for Road Reconstruction and Major
Drainage Improvements in Forest River Subdivision ...

Perhaps my biggest challenge as
Highway Commissioner has been
the storm water drainage issues in
the area of Graylynn Dr. near
Gregory St. This road typically
experiences flooding conditions two
to three times a year, and is one of
the first to become impassable under
more severe storm conditions. After
years of countless meetings and
discussions with the Army Corps of
Engineers, Illinois Department of
Natural Resources, MWRD, Cook
County Highway Department, and the Village of Des Plaines, we developed

plans to re-establish a functioning drainage channel from the southern portion

of the subdivision to the box culverts under River Rd. and provide additional
compensatory storm water storage.

Beginning this long term project in 2007, and sparing Township taxpayer dollars
by obtaining grant funds from the State of Illinois and IDNR, we were able to
purchase property to establish a drainage path to the river and for use as future
storm water retention. Also, working with MWRD, projects to clean up the channel
from the east of River Rd. to the Des Plaines River were completed. In 2008, we
replaced a culvert under the road and restored the drainage channel to River Rd.

These were all preliminary steps toward a doing a major project to raise and
reconstruct the flood prone sections of the road with provisions to protect the
neighborhood to the west at the ten-year flood height. This project has been partic-
ularly difficult to design given all the existing drainage sewers from the subdivision
plus neighboring towns and villages that enter into this area. Several re-designs
were required to fulfill the current and future improvement criteria, as well as
meeting State mandated compensatory storage requirements.

To pay for this project, we applied for and received a State of Illinois Emergency
Repair Program (ERP) grant with the assistance of our State Representative Elaine
Nekritz. | am happy to report that, after several delays due to bidding procedures
required for ERP grants, this project has now started and is scheduled to be
completed during mid October, 2011.

In my 10-year service as Highway Commissioner for Wheeling Township, | never
imagined a project of this scope and cost to improve this subdivision could have
been undertaken with my limited Road District budget. However, with this goal in
mind and persistent leadership, supported by my diligent staff, | was able to under-
take this project with 80% funding from sources other than Township tax dollars.
